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An IR sensor is a sensor that measures the distance from an object by emitting an infrared light and

measuring the time it takes for the light to reflect back to the sensor. The sensor has an adjustable threshold

that can be used to detect objects within a certain range. The sensor can be used to detect objects in front

of it, or to detect the presence of an object in a certain area.
